• Luckily, there is a JSON API 
available that offers the same 
raw data on release plan items.

• Let’s look at what has been built 
from that data.

• Implemented as a Power 
Apps Code App you can 
install in your environment 
as a solution.

• Retrieves release item data 
via a custom connector on 
app launch.
